FUND PROGRAM THAT DISTRIBUTES TO SIX QUALIFYING RIDERS AT THE ANNUAL YEAR-END AWARDS
BANQUET. IT IS OFFERED IN TWO AGE CATEGORIES FOR OUR JUNIOR RIDERS. TO QUALIFY FOR THIS
FUND, THE JUNIOR RIDER MUST COMPLETE AN APPLICATION, DATE IT, AND TURN IT IN TO THE 
SHOW OFFICE.

PLEASE BE AWARE THAT POINTS WILL BE ACCRUED FROM THE SHOW THAT THE APPLICATION WAS
SUBMITTED AND NOT BEFORE.

THE RIDER INCENTIVE FUND IS DIVIDED BY AGE GROUPS. JUNIORS WITH THE AGES 13-17 (THE
RIDER MUST BE 13 AS OF DECEMBER 1ST OF THAT SHOW YEAR) AND JUNIORS 12 & UNDER WILL
QUALIFY. OUR SHOW YEAR BEGINS DECEMBER 1ST AND ENDS NOVEMBER 30TH OF THE FOLLOWING
YEAR. ALL APPLICANTS MUST HAVE A SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER. IN THEIR AGE GROUP, THE THREE
HIGH POINT RIDERS IN ALL PCHA HUNTER, EQUITATION AND JUMPER CLASSES WILL RECEIVE 
MONETARY REWARDS THAT WE HOPE WILL GO TOWARD DEFERRING THE COST OF EDUCATION ON THE
COLLEGE LEVEL WHILE AWARDING THEIR ACHIEVEMENTS IN THEIR EQUESTRIAN ENDEAVORS. FIRST
PLACE AWARD IN EACH AGE GROUP WILL BE $1,000, THE SECOND AND THIRD PLACE AWARDS WILL
